YVCOG is directed by an Executive Committee elected by member agencies.  The YVCOG 
Executive Committee also serves on the MPO/RTPO Executive Committee and Policy Board.  
The Policy Board is comprised of the YVCOG Executive Committee plus three appointed 
members representing business and transportation interests.  State legislators from the 13th, 14th, 
and 15th legislative districts are all ex-officio members of the MPO/RTPO Policy Board.  

On June 18, 2007 the Yakima Valley MPO/RTPO Executive Committee adopted the Metropolitan 
and Regional Transportation Plan 2007-2027.  The Executive Committee acted upon a 
recommendation from the Technical Advisory Committee and on input received from reviewing 
agencies and the public.  There was a 30-day comment period on the Draft Plan and comments 
received were addressed by the Final Plan.

Valley MPO/RTPO Executive Committee’s adoption of the final Metropolitan and Regional 
Transportation Plan 2007-2027.
